Writers can tackle the topic from any angle; it

just needs to be about beer in Australia with travel as a central theme.

All entries must be certified
as the original and unpublished work of the entrant and not previously won a competition or
award. You confirm that the work entered does not infringe the rights of any third party.

Payment of the prize will be made 30 days after the announcement of the winning entry.
